Pour the cake mixture into a 2lb lined loaf tin and bake for 1 hour, or until an 

inserted skewer comes out clean. 

Meanwhile, make the glaze by heating the remaining marmalade with 2 tbsp water 

and the icing sugar until bubbling and syrupy.  

When the cake is cooked remove it from the oven, pour over the marmalade glaze, 

then sprinkle with the demerara sugar. Leave to cool in the tin.
